0 Banqud groupsare asked to alow the Georgia Center notto present drinksin
order to not waste water or cause more glasses to bewashed than needed.

0 Recoveed water and tea from banqués and the Savannah Room as well as
recovered water from other areas of the building (ice budkets, ice bins meeting
roomns, air conditioning condensation pans etc.) is saved and used on our plants
and trees, induding our pecan trees.

0 Our dishwashing machinerecycles thewash water and only uses fresh water for
therinse cycle. We have begunusng biodegradable paper produdsin the
Courtyard CafZto reduce the amountof water used for dishwashing.

0 Signayehas been placed throughoutthe building to inform all guests of the
severity of thedroughtandto ask for thar hdp in conserving water; notices have
been placed in al guest rooms offering suggestionson how they can hdp save
water.



0 Theautomatic flush mechanisms have been disconnected in al public restroons.

In additionto these water conservation efforts and a recycling program tha has been in place for
more than two years, the Georgia Center met with UGAG Physcal Plant Division to discuss
ways tha the Georgia Center can subgantially reduce the use of steam and electricity and, in
coopeation with the College of Agricultural and Environmental Sciences, will pilot a sugainable
agriculture program that will enable the Center to buy locally grown foodprodudsto hdp

reduce the negaive impact of fud emissionsfor ddivery of foodsupplies.

The
grand re-opening occurred during the Skidawvay Marine Science Day Open House event on
Skidaway I1dland, Savannéh, Georgia. Entities paticipaing induded the University of Georgia
Marine Extengon Service, Skidaway Ingitute of Oceanography, NOAA Gray® Reef Nationd
Marine Sanctuary, Georgia Department of Natural Resources Law Enforcement and the United
States Coast Guard. New exhibits in the aquaiumindudeadisplay of a section of Gray@ Reef
located approximately 16 miles offshore Sapdo Idand, Georgiain 60to 90feet of water. The
display shows thelimestoneoutcropping with assorted marinefish and invertebrates. A new
toudh-tank with live coastal animals and handsonreef display for children were also
condructed. New museum display cases ontheupper level exhibit fossils of sharks, giant
armadillos whdes, mastodons wooly mammothsdredged from the Skidaway River. Native
artifacts daing back to the GGudeOera of Georgia® prehistory are also on exhibit, as are sea
island grass baskets crafted by the Gullah residents of Sapdo Idand. An estimated 2,500t0 3,000
people attendad the afternoonevent.

Initiative on Poverty and the Economy

Poverty and the Economy

The Poverty and the Econony Faculty Research Grants Program, spon®red by the Office of the
Vice President for Public Service and Outreach and the University of Georgia Research
Foundaion, Inc., has entered its third year of funding. Fourteen (14) proposls were submitted
for funding representing twenty-six (26) faculty and seventeen (17) academic and service units.
Five (5) proposis were awarded funding ranging from $15000to $26 000 This year@ grants
will suppot research projects that indudeinvestigationsof thelinkages between persistent
povety and eduction, hedlthcare, and housng; an evaluaion of the effectiveness of the
gradudion coach program to reduce high school dropoutrates amonglow-income students; and
a study of raising awareness of povaty in historicaly low-income countes.
